NOTES FOR READING THE ROADMAPS
1.  Roadmaps are only a guide.

2.  Purpose of the roadmap is to produce a better mechanic/technician not just provide a degree.

3.  Where MCIs existed and provided quality training, they were used and are listed in "BLACK".

4.  Formal Military Schools are listed in "BLACK".

5.  College courses are denoted by an asterisk (*)

6.  Lower Level college courses (Freshmen/Sophomore) are listed in "BLUE".

7.  Upper level courses (Junior/Senior) are listed in Green.

8.  4 year colleges/universities have different requirements for how many UL courses are required and in what area they are required.

9.  Only SOCMAR schools were used in selecting specific degree programs.

10.  In selecting the SOCMAR school for each degree program, lots of things were taken into consideration (i.e. availability of courses online, resident, or through other types of correspondence, campus locations, allowable credit transfers from non-traditional learning such as testing (CLEP/DANTES, and experiential learning). 

11.  ACE (American Council on Education) recommended credit tallies were established by using the 2002 "ACE Guide to the Evaluation of Educational Experiences in the Armed Services" which can be found online at:  http://www.militaryguides.acenet.edu

12.  This guide evaluates "courses" and "MOSs".

13.  Currently no Marine ground MOS warrants credit by ACE recommendation as the MOSs have not been evaluated.

14.  In some cases, credit for specific courses may not be accepted by some 

colleges under any category, to include free electives, as they may be too similar to other credit already given. 

15.  Most lower level, and some upper level courses can be credited by passing CLEP or DANTES exams offered at most base education centers for free to active duty military.

16.  Where ASE exams are used: they have testing centers all over the world and at some base education centers.  They are part of the DANTES testing network in that DANTES will pay for active duty military to take 3 exams per semi-annual year (every 6 months).  The tests are offered in the spring and fall of every year and do require, at present, a $29.00 non-refundable registration fee.  ASE exams require documentation of two years experience working in the automotive industry.  (LAV, Tank, AAV, engineer, and MT mechanics usually fall in this category).

17.  The degree programs selected offer the greatest flexibility for the individual MOSs to pursue whatever 4 year or masters degree they choose.  

18.   Other degree programs are available and may be substituted but may not offer the flexibility of these.
