	A.  COURSE DESCRIPTION 

                 This course was developed to train Ground Ordnance Maintenance Chief in the aspects of maintenance management, to include the policies and procedures regarding the repair and maintenance of ordnance equipment.  Training will enable students to fill 2149/2181 T/O billets throughout the Marine Corps.  Specific objectives are listed, by class, in enclosure (1).

                 This course includes knowledge and skills required for the effective maintenance administration of ordnance equipment at the organizational and intermediate levels.  Emphasis is placed on the Ordnance Maintenance Chief.   Principal subjects of study are; Directives, Publications, Supply Support, Maintenance Production, Maintenance Related Programs, Recoverable Items Program, Maintenance Training Programs, Maintenance Logistics, Maintenance Inspections, and Ordnance Maintenance Training.       

B.  METHOD OF INSTRUCTION 

The course material is presented to the student by lecture assisted by multimedia (67.50 Hrs), Guest Lecture (32.50 Hrs), Guided Discussion (6.00), and Practical Application (31.50 Hrs).  Quiz (8.50 Hrs),Written Exams (12.50 Hrs) and Performance Exams (7.00 Hrs)   

C.  SCOPE OF ANNEXES 

1. (Annex A)- This annex includes knowledge and skills required for the effective maintenance administration of ordnance equipment at the organizational and intermediate levels.  Emphasis is placed on the Ordnance Maintenance Chief.   Principal subjects of study are; Directives, Publications, Supply Support, Maintenance Production, Maintenance Related Programs, Recoverable Items Program, Maintenance Training Programs, Maintenance Logistics, Maintenance Inspections, and Ordnance Maintenance Training. The objectives for this course were developed from the Individual Training Standards for MOS 2149 and 2181 and are listed in enclosure (2).

2. (Annex Z)- Provide admin support, course overview, and conduct pretest.

 D.  COURSE TOPICS/UNITS AND DATES 

            Enclosure (3) is a class schedule that outlines the times and dates for all training.

E.  TEXTBOOK (S) AND REQUIRED TOOLS OR SUPPLIES 

Students will be provided one copy of MCO P4790.2_ which is the basis for 90% of the training conducted in this course.  

Coveralls and safety equipment (minus safety boots) will be given to all students prior to the Recovery Practical Application class

F.  GRADING PLAN

              There are 4 written exams in this course which make up 100% of the total grade.

             Mastery learning:  Students must master 100% of all learning objectives presented during all periods of instruction.  Mastery is defined as an 80% passing score of all exams. 

              Students will be given an opportunity to retest after remediation and counseling by the Academics Officer.  If the student fails a retest or another exam (2nd time test failure), they will be referred to the Commanding Officer for determination and counseling in accordance with the Marine Detachment policy testing policy. 

G.  COURSE COMPONENT SPECIFICS

1.  This course is divided into five parts:

     a.  The first annex focuses on administrative functions required for ordnance maintenance chief's serving in billets throughout the Marine Corps.  

    b.  The 2nd annex is divided into more technical functions specific to individual MOSs but that tends to serve all.

    c. The 3rd annex focuses on licensing, safety, hazmat, laser, incentive awards and field maintenance areas.

    d.  The 4th annex focuses on maintenance resources, physical security, CSS Planning and embarkation.

    e.  The last annex ties the first four together requiring the student to manage and implement maintenance applications in all environments.
